Dr.Abthulkalam Small Group of
Gingee Center

This small group is at Ethanemili Village of
Gingee Center. Two farmers family have
joined together to farm this group and they
have planted trees, and are following the
best practices of TIST. The members of
this group heard about TIST program
through their neighbouring villages and
joined the program voluntarily. About 3
months back, the members of this group
planted 7500 Kumil trees in 7 acres of their
own land.

The members take good care for their
trees. The trees are planted with 7 feet
spacing. Good ridges & furrows are
formed all around their tree groves, so
that, the available little water is watered to
all the trees effectively. The members say
that, through this system they are able to
save water.
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About 80% of the soil in their land is red
soil. Since the members are not able to do
agriculture activity due to various
difficulties, they have taken up tree
planting activity. The members of this
group are very active in TIST Program,
they are interested to propate TIST
Program in Gingee Taluk.

They also practice intercrops between
their trees. Some medicinal plants are
practiced as intercrops. By practicing
regular intercrop between their trees, they
are able to maintain their trees well.

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The besttime to plant a tree was twenty
years ago. The second best time is
now.

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Mahatma Gandhi Small Group of
Thurinjapuram Center

The members of this group are following
the best practice of TIST at
Thurinjapuram Center.  They have
planted their trees at Devanampattu
Village. Last year, this group had only
213 trees, but now in one of their grove
called Krishnan, they have planted about
1195 and there are still 156 seedlings for
planting. In Krishnan grove, they have
496 sweet lime and 699 teak trees.
These trees are planted with good
spacing and maintained well. In
Shanmugam grove, they have 58
Rosewood, 2 Indian tree, 96 Teak trees.
Last year, the members of this group
opened a SB account on their group
namd and signed the GHG agreement
too. Since they had only 213 trees, they
did not get their vouchers. Now they
have more than 1000 trees and they are
ready to receive the voucher payment
from TIST. The members of this group
participate in all the activities of TIST
Program with full zeal. They also
practice intercrop between their trees.
