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Note from TIST

Do not take long steps. All the members join together
and work in your groves. How nice it will be if you work
for your grove instead of having a worker, you need not
share your voucher payment with your workers. You
can enjoy the full benefit.

Do not pressurize your quantifier to quantify unseen
trees/seedlings. Always accompany your quantifier
during quantification and have boards for every grove
to avoid wrong quantification. Get the quantification
summary from the quantifier immediately after
quantifying your groves
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What is Carbon Trading?

Carbon Trading is a market
based mechanism for helping
mitigate the increase of carbon
dioxide in the atmosphere.
Carbon trading markets brings
buyers and sellers of carbon
credits together with
standardized rules of trade.

Whatis Carbon Credit?

You all are planting trees. These
trees absorb carbon dioxide from
the atmosphere, carbon dioxide
is one of the important ingredient
for the tree to produce its own
food, the glucose. The trees turmn
carbon dioxide and water into
food using energy from sunlight.
The more a tree grows, means,
the more carbon dioxide is
absorbed by the tree. These
absorbed carbons are called the
carbon credits. Carbon credits
are measured in tonnes of
carbon dioxide. 1 credit = 1 tonne
of carbon
dioxide.
These
credits need
t o b e
authentic,
scientifically
based and
comply with
a regulatory
body for
these to be
traded with
confidence.
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TIST members are planting trees and their trees are sequestering carbon dioxide
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Who buys Carbon
credits?

Any entity that emits CO2 to
the atmosphere may buy the
credits to balance their
emissions.

Who are the sellers of
Carbon credits?

Entities that reduce their
carbon emission may be able
to sell their reductions to
other emitters. In TIST, we
sell carbon credits based on
the accumulation of carbon in
the trees planted by TIST
participants.

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Best Practice from a tree
lover/grower in Ulundurpet

TIST coordinator came across a tree
lover/grower in Ulundurpet. This
person tells that, for planting teak
trees pits should be dug two feet
depth with two feet four sides. Mix
some amount of coconut fiber with
natural manure and fill the pit with 30-
50 percent with the mixture of
coconut fiber and manure, soak with
water. Leave the pit open with this
mixture for at least 10 days. After the
10 days, teak seedlings can be
planted in the pit. The mixture of
coconut fiber and manure helps the
roots to go through easily, which
allows the trees to grow well.
